Introduction

• To promote among young people healthy lifestyles and the ability to make responsible choices

• To facilitate and encourage advocacy on issues related to common regional and national interest 

•  To enhance leadership skills 

•   To increased environmental awareness 

•  To make new friends  

•  To have broader understanding of the program

• To advocate and facilitate cross border educational opportunities

• To provide space for youth of the region to understand diversity of the region.

• To campaign on simplifying visa procedures amongst South Asian nations to facilitate the process of open borders

• To promote investment on Youth Leadership from various sections of society to develop south Asian solidarity.

• To have greater investment in quality education. “The quality of education is not to be measured by its length and breadth, but only by its depth. What counts in study is depth, not extent” (Vinoba, 1996, p 21).
