   The speakers said the warlike attitude of India and Pakistan only barred the economic development of the countries.
   People, especially the poor, of both countries had to pay toll for the irrational nuclear proliferation race, they said.
   International relationship department chairman Muhammed Faridul Alam, public administration department professor Abdun Nur, anthropology department chairman Rahman Nasir Uddin,
   sociology department chairman Indrajit Kundu, journalism department teacher Abul Kalam Azad and shahidul Haque, among others, also joined the seminar.
   The discussants said, quoting Central Intelligence Agency of United States, about 3,00,000 Hindus and 1,00,000 Muslims fled from India controlled Kashmir due to the ongoing fight. 
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
