

India urged to improve border situation

CHITTAGONG: Speakers at a seminar urged India to come forward to improve the border situation and relationship between the two neighbouring countries.

India must comply with the provisions of the 1974 border treaty between the two countries, they said.

The South Asia Youth for Peace and Prosperity Society (SAYPPS), Chittagong University (CU) chapter, organsied the seminar titled ‘Bangladesh-India Border Relationship’ at the seminar room of social science faculty of the university on Tuesday.

The speakers observed that India must stop ‘shoot-on-sight policy’, if they want a good relationship and a stable situation along the border areas.

They also blamed weak leadership of Bangladesh for failing to improve the border situation. 

Effective border management and maintenance of peace along the borders is possible only through mutual cooperation, they said.

Prof Dr Abdullah Al Faruque of law department presented the keynote paper at the seminar.
