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DHAKA, OCT 27: Terming Kashmir issue a destabilising factor for the South Asian region, speakers at a seminar on Thursday urged the youth of the region to be united to ensure a peaceful resolution of the problem. South Asia Youth for Peace and Prosperity Society (SAYPPS) organised the seminar on ‘Kashmir Issue and Unrest in South Asia’ at the RC Majumdar Arts Auditorium at Dhaka University (DU).
