Former CJ for home-made solution to political crisis 

DHAKA, MAR 5: A former caretaker government chief, Justice Muhammad Habibur Rahman on Monday called for a home-made solution to end the prevailing political crisis on the issue of the caretaker government. “There are differences in opinion in democracy, but there are solutions too. We have to address our own problems by ourselves. None will come forward from outside to resolve them. The solution has to be made in Bangladesh,” Justice Habibur Rahman told reporters after inaugurating an international conference on ‘EU-SAARC Cooperation’ in the city.
The conference was organised by the South Asia Youth for Peace and Prosperity Society (SAYPPS) at the CIRDAP auditorium. Prof Dr Imtiaz Ahmed of the department of International Relations, Dhaka University was in the chair.
Addressing the inaugural session, Justice Habibur Rahman said that SAARC is the weakest regional bloc in the world. The youths in the South Asian region could have done well for the development of their respective countries, if visas were made free in this region, he added. “The youths of the EU countries are contributing greatly for the development of their respective countries as they have the opportunity to travel visa-free in the EU. But in South Asia, we can hardly think of a visa-free world,” he observed.
Justice Habibur Rahman further observed, “Though we have democracy, with one man-one vote, we could not solve the ethnic problems. The EU has done some good work in meeting the problems and rights of its ethnic minorities. We can learn from them.”
Among others, CM Shafi Sami, former adviser to the caretaker government, Dr Manoj Kumer Mohapatra, first secretary (political), High Commission of India, Dhaka, Aamer Ahmed Atozai, first secretary, High Commission of Pakistan, Dhaka, AG Abeysekera, minister, High Commission of Democratic Socialist Republic of Sri Lanka, Dhaka, KC Aryal, counsellor and deputy chief of mission, Embassy of Nepal, Dhaka, also spoke on the occasion. 
CM Shafi Sami observed that there was a kind of disparity in the development of relations between the EU and the SAARC. 
About mutual relationships among the South Asian countries, he noted that a paradoxical relationship was plaguing it. Despite being a region of great harmony and amity, there are also enormous distrust and conflicts, he added.
