Seminar on Kashmir held

DHAKA, OCT 28: South Asia Youth for Peace and Prosperity Society (SAYPPS) organised a discussion on “Kashmir Issue and Peace in South Asia: Perceptions of Youth” at SAYPPS center, in the city on Monday. Sajjadul Haque the general secretary of South Asia Youth for Peace and Prosperity Society (SAYPPS) presided over. Prof Dr H Mohammad, Department of Political Science, University of Chittagong; spoke as the chief discussant and Md Shaifuddin Ahmed, Assistant Prof, Department of Peace and Conflict Studies, University of Dhaka was present as guest speaker. Speakers at the programm stressed the need to take hands on action which can pacify the deadlock situation between India and Pakistan regarding Kashmir issue. They accentuated on the role of United Nations to make a conflict free Kashmir.
Prof Dr H Mohammad, the chief discussant, said that resolving Kashmir dispute must be an immediate task for sustainable peace in South Asia. He focused on youth sufferings and brutality of armed forces of India in Kashmir. He shared that today’s youth will take the leadership of future Kashmir. They have potential and prospects. It must not be wasted by the war and violence. They want social peace throughout the Kashmir. But unless the dispute is settled, peace becomes a utopian scheme for them. 
Md Shaifuddin Ahmed, Assistant Prof, Department of Peace and Conflict Studies, University of Dhaka; the guest of honor focused in his speech that prosperity and peace of a particular country depends on political stability and economic development. But because of the absence of trust between India and Pakistan due to Kashmir conflict, the economic development measures in this South Asian region cannot become effective and social progress and development of this South Asian Region therefore somehow remain in far away. 
Addressing the meeting Sajjadul Haque  said, Kashmir conflict is one of the causes of violation of Human Rights in South Asia. It causes abuse and death of thousands of Kashmiri people. He pointed out that dynamism and resourcefulness of youth can provide the necessary complement to the strings of various efforts to build a peaceful South Asia. He urged that the Kashmir issue should be resolved according to the will of the Kashmiries and United Nations and other international agencies can play vital role in resolving this dispute.
