Issues Discussed in the Seminar:
The Key note paper of the seminar would fundamentally concentrate on two factors, which the author considers important for understanding the development trend in Bangladesh. As a development sociologist, the author considers all the factors, responsible for hindering the development of Bangladesh. Yet, two factors, according to the author, have to be understood in more details. These two factors are: the role of network and the role of vocational education in the social discourse of Bangladesh.
