Speakers at a seminar yesterday (March 29, 2011) stressed the need to take immediate actions to resolve the disputes between India and Bangladesh. The seminar titled “Bangladesh-India Border Relations” was organized by the South Asia Youth for Peace and Prosperity Society (SAYPPS) at the Social Science Faculty, University of Chittagong in the port city.

S. A. was present in the seminar as Special Guest and Guest of Honor respectively. Mr. Shyamol emphasized on reviewing the foreign policy of Bangladesh. Dr. Robina Bhatti suggested considering the border issues in the context of regional as well as global perspective.
