Speakers at a seminar yesterday (November 04, 2010) stressed the need to prioritize youth's roles and responsibilities for promoting culture and defending the national interest of Bangladesh. Eminent educationist Prof. Dr. Anwarullah Chowdhury, Vice Chancellor, Green University of Bangladesh, emphasized on two points of defending cultural invasion and avoiding imitation of other nation’s culture.
